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2025 Autumn Shitbox Rally

Against their better judgement, Marian and John Crighton
participated in their sixth (and final) Shitbox Rally. Itis a charity
event that raises money for cancer research. Participants are
allowed to pay no more than $1,500 for their ‘shitbox’. They
have to raise a minimum of $5000, and pay entry, dining and
camping fees of around $2000, and ‘donate’ their shitbox at the
end of the rally. The 225 participants in this recent event raised
a spectacular $2.3 million! Since the inception of the event 14
years ago the total amount raised is $54,000,000!

This rally started in Canberra, and ended in Townsville having
traversed as many rough gravel roads in western NSW and Qld
as the organisers could find. Including some tracks marked
“4WD ONLY".

As might be expected many shitboxes did not make it. One car
failed irreparably only 20 km from the start. Undeterred, that
team went onto Market Place and bought a replacement car.
Another team did the same in Bourke when their car died. Sadly,
that car also died later.

Breakdowns were common, and amazingly innovative repairs
achieved by the service teams overnight. Tennis balls stuffed
into springs and failed shock absorbers was a common fix. One
car had to be held together with extra long Tek Screws. Many a
radiator or body panel was held on with jockey straps

The out and out
survival winner was
a Morris Hornet. This
car was in its third
shitbox rally and had
failed each time. The
car had to be patched
every night with
innovative  welding
etc.

Most things failed,
including the hydro-
lastic suspension.
Lots of cut up tyre
and a giant ratchet strap held it more (more or less) together.
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Marian and John participated in a 2002 Mitsubishi Lancer which
went reasonably well but the ignition system started to fail
once the car warmed up. The culprit was thought to be dodgy
ignition packs (the modern equivalent of the Lucas coil familiar
to MG owners).

To get the car into
Townsville the team
removed the bonnet
of the car, took off
the wiper blades, and
used cable ties to re-
position the windscreen
washer hoses so that
from time-to-time John
could ‘irrigate’ the
ignition packs in an
effort to keep them
cool.

The *fix” won the “"Most Creative Repair” award, just beating out
the team that wrapped their cracked CV] boot with gladwrap to
keep the grease in and the dust out of the joint. An obliging
participant brought the bonnet into Townsville on the roof of this
car.
